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Organizing the Introduction and the Conclusion of the Expository/Informative Speech Outline

#2.  Instructions:  Write three different conclusions for the above topic you have chosen (summary story, story, appeal to action, or emotional impact) that review important points you want the audience to remember so that you leave the audience with vivid imagery and/or an emotional appeal.
